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Princess Louisa Inlet: an
historical destination
THIS SUMMER you might want to consider
taking a trip to one of the prettiest places
along our coastline - Princess Louisa Inlet.
For peace and serenity, awesome beauty, the
feeling of being at the 'bottom of a teacup'
while experiencing the magnificence of the
granite-walled gorge; carved many years ago
by glaciers which now offer an abundance of
waterfalls (especially during time of melting
snow pack).

The Inlet is 5 miles long and ~ mile
wide. (8 Km x 800 m) Chatterbox Falls are
located at the head ofthe inlet, a rushing body
ofwater tumbling down over rocks.

This Marine Park is an amazing place to
visit. There is excellent anchorage and
moorage is available at the dock. If you en­
joy hiking there are great trails - one leading
to an old trapper's cabin.

Some careful planning and plotting are
needed before you embark on your trip. Good
charts are essential. Supplies and gas can be
purchased at Pender Harbour. There your
imagination soars with nooks and bays that
you can explore such as Secret Cove, French­
man's Cove, Buccaneer Bay and Smuggler
Cove.

Princess Louisa is located half-way up
the East side of Queens Reach. Enter
through Malibu Rapids which can only be
navigated· at slack tide - a note in the Sailing
Directions indicates to make sure the line of
over falls has disappeared before entering the
rapids.
