B. C. 's bicycle helmet law will come into effect in
September 1996. It requires anyone operating a cycle
on a road or highway to wear an approved bicycle
helmet. It also makes it an offence for parents or
guardians to knowingly allow a person under 16 years
of age to operate or ride a bicycle without wearing a
helmet. Most CRD cyclists already wear bike helmets.
If you don't have one yet, look for a CSA Snell or
ASTM rating sticker when planning to buy one.
