A significant aspect of the Story devel­
opment is its location relative to Haliburton
Farm. The proposed housing is parallel to the
east half of the farm on the south side. For
$400,000, Saanich bought from the Capital Re­
gional district just over seven acres of land,
known as Haliburton Farm, that was not
needed for reservoir purposes. This left a sepa­
rate three-acre parcel housing an underground
reservoir that will still be operated by the CRD.
As The Cordovan went to press Saanich was
to consider a report to subdivide the overall
property into reservoir and non-reservoir sec­
tions, but still within the ALR. The Haliburton
Community Organic Farm Society has pro­
posed that Haliburton Farm become an organic
farm and is working on a business plan to pres­
ent to council.

A spokesman for the organic farm soci­
ety, Kevin Weir, told The Cordovan that if a
subdivision is approved there should be a
"significant buffer" between it and the farm­
land. As well, he said, there should soon be a
public meeting about the subdivision to allow
concerned citizens to be heard long before ap­
plications are made to Saanich or the Agricul­
tural Land Commission.

At 4891 Sea Ridge Drive, CityS­
paces Consulting, on behalf of the property
owner, Mrs. Chard, has applied for a subdivi­
son of 13 residential lots in just over three
acres, with rezoning from RS-18 to RS-12.
With Saanich council's approval this could be
done by a conventional subdivision using the
Cordova Bay Local Area Plan's recommended
RS-12 zoning. Or, as the applicant has pro­
posed, it could be done by lot-size averaging­
that is subdividing the property into the same
number of lots but with smaller lots and
smaller houses, preserving more open space,
including treed areas on the north side of the
property.

Way, is 7,179 sq. ft. Saanich has requested a
geotechnical report because of the steep slope
and CBA has reserved its comment until the
report is available. Mr. Cunnin has proposed
that the four lots be accessed by a single shared ~
drieway along the west side ofLochside Drive.
Concerns have been expressed about the loss
of trees forming the "canopy" along Lochside
Drive and Mr. Cunnin has said that about half
the trees could be retained.

Other proposals that have been
made or are expected to be made to the mu­
nicipality include 759 Piedmont Drive (three
lots), 4732 Treetop Heights (two lots), 744
Cordova Bay Road (one lot) and 988
Claremont Avenue (one lot).

Residents are advised to pay attention
to the signs that Saanich requires to be posted
on any property proposed for rezoning. These
signs give the name and telephone number of
the applicant, allowing you to seek further in­
formation. In the case of rezoning applications
a public hearing must be held. These are ad­
vertised in the Times Colonist and the Saanich
News. The public hearing is your opportunity
to be heard in public before council makes its
decision on the application.

I A major land-use change ap­
proved by Saanich four years ago required Trio
Ready-Mix, 773 Cordova Bay Road, to shut
down its industrial operations, except for the
GravelMart, as part of a restrictive covenant.
At the recent Annual General Meeting of the
CBA, members approved a motion asking
Mayor Frank Leonard to confirm with Trio
that the September 13 deadline for the close­
down would be respected. Saanich planning
department has told The Cordovan that no spe­
cific plans have been received from Trio for the
mini-storage and multi-family residential devel­
opments that have been proposed. The site is
within a development permit areas and a devel­
opment permit is required. The CBA has con­
tacted the McLaren family that owns the site
but has had no response.

CBA encourages every applicant to do.
Among concerns expressed at these meetings
were traffic and access to seven lots off Sea
Mist Court. However, four of the six lots that
would be accessed from Sea Ridge Drive
would face west. In other words, the backs of
these houses would face the proposed cul-de­
sac off Sea Mist Court and the esthetics of the
back-door design of these houses was ques­
tioned. The CBA has asked the applicant to
consult with neighbours regarding registering a
covenant/building scheme to overcome these
doubts. Another concern is whether the lot­
size averaging will set a precedent, good or
bad, for the rest of the ridge.

EJ Developer Mahoe Properties
has proposed building 14 townhouses at 974
Sutcliffe Road, immediately west of St.
David's-by-the-Sea Church. This property is
earmarked in the current Cordova Bay Local
Area Plan as "potential multi-family use." The
CBA has asked Mahoe Properties to schedule
a neighbourhood meeting, but this had not hap­
pened by the time The Cordovan went to
press.

II At 4876 Wesley Road a 13-10t
subdivision under the existing RS-12 zoning
has been presented to Saanich, which has
asked for additional information about servic­
ing. Added together, the development of these
lots plus (if approved) 13 lots at 4891 Sea
Ridge Drive, plus (if approved) 10 lots by ex­
tending Westbury Road has raised concerns
about increased traffic on the ridge as these de­
velopments are near each other.

II At 5140 Lochside D~ve, imme­
diately south of the steps to the traIl that leads
to Catalina Terrace, land surveyor Brad Cun­
nin has proposed RS-12 zoning and a four-lot
subdivision. Cunnin told the CBA that he
would limit the size of the houses by restrictive
covenant to approximately 4,000 sq. ft.

Haliburton Community
Organic Farm concept
gets glowing reviews
ON MAY 14 approximately 40 neighbours and
community members attended the Haliburton
Community Organic Farm's open house and
gave their enthusiastic support to the project.

After a friendly open house session that
included photos, displays, maps-plus coffee
and snacks-three members of the board pro­
vided brief summaries of the history of the farm
and plans for the future.

After the presentations by Emily McNair,
Gracie MacDonald and Tina Fraser, professional
facilitator Alan Dolan led the audience through a
group discussion. Several attendees expressed
their thoughts, and 21 participants provided fur­
ther feedback by completing surveys after the
meeting.

Without exception, every respondent
supported the concept plan for the farm and the
idea of having two or three farmers working the
land over the long term.

With only a couple of reservations, com­
munity members also supported the idea of the
farm as an educational site holding educational
workshops.

The concerns expressed revolved around
parking, traffic and security. The board shares
these concerns and is working to resolve them.

This meeting is just the beginning of an
ongoing dialogue between the farm and its
neighbours, says Emily MacNair. A website is
being created to provide updates and opportuni­
ties for feedback and a draft plan will be pub­
lished in the near future.

Your pets can have their
own medical insurance
WITH ADVANCES in veterinary medicine
common ailments such as a broken leg or a
kidney infection can cost $3,000 to $4,000.
The saddest experience for a vet is a pet owner
who decides to have a well-loved animal put
down because of the cost of treatment.

A Vancouver-based company formed
by a group of veterinarians some years ago of­
fers coverage up to $12,000 for domestic pets
at reasonable premiums with no deductible.

Vetinsurance's monthly premiums
range from $26.80 for dogs enrolled while they
are puppies, to $36.80 for animals enrolled as
adults between the ages of four and eight
years. Kittens enrolled between the age of
eight weeks and one year are covered for
$19.50 a month, while adult cats between four
and eight years cost $26.50 a month.

Vetinsurance Ltd. caution that their po­
lices are designed for the responsible owner.
Pets should be spayed or neutered and owners
should be prepared to pay the veterinarian's
nominal examination fee themselves.

"Louis has been fortunate in obtain­
ing the assistance of Mr. Ben Peterson (still
resident in Cordova Bay) who has done a very
good job as architect. May we extend a grate­
ful vote ofthanks to Mr. Peterson and all those
people who will be helping us with the work
ahead ofus.

"A vote of confidence was given the
Building Committee in their project at the
emergency meeting on the 15th. of this month.
There was also a unanimous vote to do as
much of the finishing of the hall as possible
with the storage rooms an urgent must. The
finishing of the kitchen and lower hall, and the
stage, washrooms and dressing rooms, also the
hanging of 12 doors, is a healthy undertaking.

"Louis Schmelz has lined up a good
gang of skilled and semi-skilled people for
these jobs. The first work party will be called
for the weekend of June 1s1. and 2nd. It is
Louis' intention to call on people for only one
full day's work each.

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New Elk Lake
Baptist Church
nears completion
LOCATED up the hill from the existing build­
ing at 5363 Pat Bay Highway, the new Elk
Lake Baptist Church is expected to be com­
pleted this month.

Excavation for the new building began
last September and the 7,900 sq. ft. first phase
of the project will provide a new sanctuary
with space for a fellowship room, a kitchen, of­
fices, washrooms and a child care room. The
present building will be maintained as a Chris­
tian Education Centre until phase 2 of the new
building is undertaken and completed.

There were two reasons for the new
church: a growing congregation in an aging
building, and the potential development of a
frontage road alongside Pat Bay Highway,
which would involve demolishing the existing
church. Although the timing of this frontage
road remains in doubt, the church authorities
decided to act now to avoid a panic situation at
a later date.

Warner James, the architects, held sev­
eral meetings with neighbouring property own­
ers to illustrate the height, location and sight
lines of the proposed new church and pre­
sented the plans to the Cordova Bay Associa­
tion for approval. Construction is being super­
vised by Brentwood Bay Builders.

Soccer field negotiations under way
WITH THE LOSS ofthe leased soccer field at
750 Cordova Bay Road negotiations are under
way between the Municipality of Saanich,
School District 63 and the Cordova Bay Soc­
cer Club to enter into a partnership to upgrade
the existing soccer field at Claremont Secon­
dary School.
