The other day it was reported in the

Daily Newspapers that a gentleman from
Scotland had gone into one of our liquor
stores to make a purchase and was
amused at having to sign his name on the
counter-check and at having to go to the
cashier and pay for it before it was even
shown him and from there to the delivery
counter to receive it. This, to his mind,
labourious procedure, amused him and it
may be concluded that, although he was
too polite to say s,o, he thought it unneces­
sary, foolish, time wasting and costly.

The Liquor Control Act, which has
never controlled anything but the acqui­
sition by the Provincial Government of all
the profits fr,om the sale of liquor and
beer, the control being in the hands of
the Police, rightly places no obstacle in
the way of the purchase by anyone of
as much liquor as he wishes and can
afford to buy.

In spite of this, it was proposed in one
Province some years ago that the Con­
trol Board should keep a complete record
of every purchase made by. everyone in
that province, thereby providing a means
of showing at a glance how much each
person had purchased. Fortunately this
step towards dictatorship was killed at
birth but only by the estimate of the
cost submitted by the Control Board.

With the exception of an occasional
prosecution for supplying liquor to an
Indian we seldom see a case brought be­
fore the Courts for bootlegging. From this
it may be. argued that offences such as
drunkenness are, in part at least, due to
the restrictions imposed by the Liquor
Act such as denying the right to serve
liquor with meals, the unattractiveness
of the beer parlours and the failure -to
provide places where it may be bought by
the glass and consumed on the premises.

It would seem that for these and other
reasons amendments to the Liquor Act,
the adopting of a broader view and the
provision of good, decent, attractive facil­
ities for those who want to be able to take
a drink when they want it and a reduc­
tion in the present prohibitive cost are
long overd ue.

Why should the cost of liq uor be so
much greater than that of tea, coffee and
soft' drinks?
