Cordova Bay Road sub-committee report
Galey-Maxine stretch is in

line for the next sidewalk

CORDOVA BAY, as with all other jurisdictions
in Saanich, is competing for those scarce capital
dollars for infrastructure improvements—even
when related to safety. Your subcommittee, as
always persistent and patient, met with Mayor
Frank Leonard and Engineering Director Colin
Doyle in late September for an update on what
was being planned in the way of continued
work on our road walkway and safety priorities.

The good news is that the section of
Cordova Bay Road between Galey Way and
Maxine Lane is in the queue for construction of
a sidewalk. This section has little or no safe
walkway at the moment and is considered haz-
ardous for pedestrians.

Plans for this sidewalk are being drawn
up and will be presented at a public open house
sometime in the New Year. Actual construction
will follow later in 2007. This section will join
up with the recently-built sidewalk between
Maxine Way and Haliburton Road.

The new work will be limited to basic
sidewalk construction and will not include any
upgrading “bells and whistles.” This is all in the
name of ensuring that capital funds are directed
specifically to needed priorities. Your subcom-
mittee will advise of further developments as
they occur.

CORDOVA BAY will have two curbside leaf
collections in November and December: No-
vember 20-24 and December 13-19. Saanich
cautions that leaves only will be collected (no
branches, needles or garden waste) and leaves
must be piled one metre from the road, clear of
open ditches and catch basins and accessible to
large equipment.

The key to successful treatment is accurate,
early diagnosis.

Are those sewage regulations
going a little overboard?

RECENTLY the Times Colonist ran an article
about the pumping out of raw sewage into our
waterways by pleasure craft. The proposed
regulations would not allow the discharge of a
holding tank anywhere other than three miles
off land or at "an approved reception facility".
In fact: “Keeping receipts and records of dis-
charges to reception facilities and discharges made
while "en route" will now be required in accordance
with section 131 of the proposed Regulations. Adop-
tion of these requirements will permit Canada to
accede to Annex IV of the Pollution Convention.”
Translated, huge fines can be imposed.

In my conversations with other boaters
their feelings were: (a) Very few pump-out sta-
tions in the area. (The one in Sidney is appar-
ently out-of-order most of the time). If the
government wants to enforce the law, then
many, many more ‘approved reception facili-
ties’ must be provided, not only in marinas, but
also in the marine parks: (b) Most black water
holding tanks hold 25 to 50 gal of sea water
(this really depends on the size of your boat) —
with some human waste: (¢) Where does the
sewage go to if you pump it into a station in the
Victoria area? Right! Straight back into the
ocean via our land based sewage system!

In response to letters written by mem-
bers of the CY Sailing Club the following reply
was received from the office of Tom Morris
about “The Proposed Regulations for the Pre-
vention of Pollution From Ships and for Dan-
gerous Chemicals”

“The discharge provisions of regulations
were proposed to be consistent with current interna-
tional requirements for larger vessels that Canada
would like to adopt and to be consistent with regula-
tions in the US that have been in place for many

years. During the development of the regulations it
was recommended that similar restrictions be imple-
mented for the large number of smaller craft to en-
sure protection of the environment. As we have re-
ceived several comments on this provision, we are
reviewing the requirement, for smaller vessels only,
with Environment Canada to determine if the pro-
posed provisions are appropriate to ensure environ-
mental protection, or if other measures would be
sufficient.

“With respect to record keeping, it was felt
that having records onboard would be a valuable
enforcement tool and that it should apply equally to
small craft, recognizing that there would be much
less of a burden for smaller craft.

“There has been somPPe misconception that
this provision would require records to be kept every
time a toilet is flushed, but this was certainly not our
intent -- this would be inconvenient and unnecessary
for a small craft and impossible for a large cruise
ship. We will review this point before implement-
ing any possible regulations to see if further clarifi-
cation is required.

“The proposed regulations do provide a 5
year period of grace for existing vessels to comply
with the sewage provisions, during which time it is
hoped that ‘more pump-out facilities will become
available and that treatment of sewage from coastal
municipalities throughout the country will become a
reality (for B.C. see http://www.env.gov.bc.ca/epd/
epdpa/mpp/mpp_home.htm ).

“It is also noted that the use of pump-out
trucks is an option for areas where no fixed pump-
out facilities are available.

“Again, thank you for taking the time to
provide your comments and please be assured that
these will be taken into consideration when prepar-
ing the final version of the regulations for publica-
tion in Part II of the Canada Gazette.”

We all have to do our part — but practi-
cality enters into the picture too. I’'m looking
forward to Part II.
